Rabbis, congenitally or professionally not often at a loss for 

words, frequently have trouble conveying big ideas in the 

weeks after the fall holidays.  Energy not spent coordinating, 

writing, speaking, and hand-shaking, was certainly consumed 

by fasting, standing, and soon after, nailing boards together 

and hauling branches.  So I donôt have a big idea to offer you 

this month; instead, Iôd like to offer my thanks.  
 

Thanks arenôt often the province of the rabbi.  Though we are 

obligated by Judaism to offer one hundred blessings every 

dayðin a childrenôs version of the repetitive morning 

blessings, the refrain is Baruch Ata Adonai, Thank You 

Godðthe role of public ñthankerò is often reserved for the 

president.  As rabbis, though we often feel quite grateful for 

the environments in which we work, we are much more used 

to being the ñthankee.ò  
 

A September article in Forbes magazine reported that data 

collected by the National Organization for Research at the 

University of Chicago suggest that clergy is the happiest of 

jobs.  After experiencing High Holy Days in your midst for 

the third time, Iôd like to share with you whatôs making me 

both thankful and happy. 
 

You may have noticed that I was on the bima over the High 

Holy Days more than I have been in previous years.  Though 

not everyone relishes more work, I was thankful for the 

opportunity.  Perhaps not for the late nights writing, but for 

the ability to partner with so many peopleðeach of whom 

had different styles and approaches to liturgy and service 

leading.  Often, a congregational rabbiðcertainly a senior or 

solo rabbiðis given the last word as to what will happen 

from the pulpit.  And though I like getting my way as much 

as the next person, there is a great deal to be said for 

participating in the dance of give and take.  I got to do things 

in way that made me feel comfortable the majority of the 

time, compromised some, and learned a great deal along the 

way.  Not so many rabbis have the kind of opportunity that 

exists in our congregation, to continually grapple with text 

and tradition with a group of people who are both invested 

and knowledgeable.  
 

The democratic ideals of a lay-led congregation allow for the 

people who are praying to have as much influence on the 

style and content of our liturgy as the service leaders.  The

with Rabbi Michael Tayvah:  
An Historical Look  
at Our Holocaust Torah Scroll  
 

Join us on Sunday, November 20 at 2 pm at the DC JCC, 

when we howt Rabbi Michael Tayvah in a discussion of the 

historical and cultural roots of our Holocaust-Rescued Torah 

scroll from Dolne Kaunice and the Polish community that 

produced it.  

 

Rabbi Tayvah spent time in the renovated synagogue in 

Dolne Kaunice.  This is where the scroll was stored until the 

Nazi occupation of Moravia and the looting of the Jewish 

community with the subsequent removal of the scroll and 

other artifacts to Prague.  Rabbi Tayvah recently spent time 

photographing and examining our scroll and will talk about 

its provenance and remarkable journey at this donôt miss 

special presentation, a fitting part of our double chai 

celebratory year.  The Rabbiôs ancestral family lived in Dolne 

Kaunice from the seventeenth to the late nineteenth century, 

so several generations of his family read from the same Torah 

scroll that serves our congregation today, which is on 

permanent loan to us from the Czech Memorial Scrolls 

Center at Westminster Synagogue in London.  This 

presentation will be of special interest to all congregants who 

have read from and touched our scroll as well as those who 

want to learn more about its provenance.

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This Month in Jewish History

In recent months Iôve been reading a lot about Jonathan 

Pollard.  No, Iôve not taken up an intensified interest in 

history or international espionage.  When friends moved to 

Israel, I subscribed to the American Embassyôs Facebook 

page so I could follow their adventures.  No matter whatôs 

written on the page, supporters of the jailed former spy post 

replies in support of his release from prison. 

 

Pollard was arrested by the FBI in November, 1985.  A 

primer on his career and the case against him:  Beginning in 

1979, Pollard worked in intelligence for the Navy; his stormy 

career there culminated in a position with the Naval 

Intelligence Service.  In the spring of 1984, he began passing 

classified information to an Israeli Air Force veteran studying 

in the US; he continued to pass secrets and receive 

compensation until his capture.  Having pleaded guilty in 

1986, he was sentenced in the spring of 1987 to life in prison.  

Though he was eligible for parole after a little more than 

eight years of serving, he has never applied.  He will likely be 

released in 2015, thirty years after his imprisonment. 

 

The government of Israel cooperated with the US 

government on the investigation and, additionally, returned 

stolen documents acquired through Pollardôs work.  More 

recently, the Israeli government has granted Pollard 

citizenship and, through Benjamin Netanyahu, requested 

clemency.  It is widely believed that heôll emigrate upon 

release.

Since this is our 36th year, I am going through the congregationôs archives and 

pulling together some interesting events and activities in the life of Bet Mishpachah.  

This monthôs column is devoted to the years 2004 - 2007. 

 

2004:  In January, a Scholar-in-Residence Shabbat was held with Dr. Tamar 

Kamionkowski.  A Community and Consolation Class was started in February.  In 

March , rent at the DCJCC was raised to $1,591 per month.  In April , a FUNraiser 

took place which raised $1,400.  Show and TellðThe Oldest Jewish Item in your 

House took place in May and in June, the Jewish value selected for the coming year 

is zôrizut or zealousness or eagerness.  The board approved the establishment of an 

Endowment Fund in July, and the Elul Project took place in August.  September 

saw the High Holy Days and Al Munzer received the Harvey Milk Chesed Award in 

November.  Milton Stern remained as President at Decemberôs annual meeting. 

 

2005:  In February, a new class, From the Bible, began.  In March , Tachôshitim 

joined the area choirs for a concert at Strathmore.  Beverly Nissenbaum received the 

Dace Stone Volunteer of the Year Award in April . In June, congregants spent an 

afternoon with Shakespeare Theaterôs Michael Kahn.  Dues were raised in July (no 

amount was specified in the board minutes) and the value for the coming year was 

decided in August to again be zerizut, with zeal.  In September, an Elul ñMitzva 

Rushò was held to meet committee heads with the idea of volunteering.  October 

saw the High Holy Days and Family and Friends took place in November.  Alex 

Carter was elected President at the annual meeting in December.
